Neil Green Catering
After Eight Chocolate Marquise
Break the tradition this Christmas and treat your
guests to this truly indulgent and easy to make 
chocolate dessert. A perfect end to a meal and can
be prepared the day before.
Ingredients: 300g of dark chocolate (Green &
Blacks or Bournville make an ideal chocolate) 
• 150g of unsalted butter softened • 150g of caster
sugar • 6 tbsp cocoa powder • 6 eggs • 450g of
double cream • 300g of After Eights
This serves 8 people: Takes 30-40 mins to 
prepare plus overnight chilling can be kept in the
freezer department for up to a month and only 743
calories per serving.
Break the chocolate into pieces and place in a 
heatproof bowl. Assemble a bain-marie (hot water in
a saucepan and place the bowl on top of the pan on
the hob), be sure not to let the water in the pan touch
the bottom of the bowl, allow the heat of the water to
warm and melt the chocolate. Once melted take it off
the heat to cool a little.
Meanwhile, place the butter and half the sugar into 
another large bowl. Using an electric or hand whisk
beat until the mixture is light and creamy, then beat in
the cocoa powder.
Separate the eggs and put the yolks in a third bowl.
Tip in the remaining sugar then beat together until pale
and creamy. To check that it’s ready make a 
figure of eight in the mixture with the beater, it should
hold its shape for a couple of moments. Finally in a
fourth bowl, whip the cream until thickened with soft

peaks.
Pour the melted chocolate into the butter mixture 
and carefully stir through until it is well combined. 
Gently fold in the egg mixture. When this is thoroughly
mixed together stir in the whipped cream. 
Now prepare a 6.5 x 22cm tin with three layers of
cling film leaving 10 cms overhang (this is so you can
lift out the dessert once well chilled just before 
serving).
Spoon the mixture into a large piping bag with a large
nozzle attached (if you don’t have a piping bag I use
a plastic food bag with the corner cut it does the job
perfectly).
Pipe a layer of the mixture over the bottom of the tin,
then cover this with a layer of After Eights (cut them
if need be to make them fit). Pipe over another layer
of chocolate cream followed by another layer of After
Eights. Continue this process until the tin is full and
finishing the last layer with the chocolate cream 
mixture. Then fold over the cling film and chill in the
freezer overnight.
Be sure to take the Marquise out of the freezer 10
mins before serving as this makes it easier to slice.
Place the tin, bottom-side up on a serving plate, slide
off the tin and peel off the cling film. Dip a knife in hot
water and skim it over the top of the Marquise to give
it a glossy sheen & smooth surface. Then still dipping
the knife into the hot water, cut the Marquise into
slices and finally enjoy it and I can assure you, you
will be left craving for more.
